Hand 
out projects to subordinates at work, recruit 
your children to help with household chores, 
hire a gardener to maintain your lawn.

Don't volunteer for a 
committee if you don't have time, and 
decline invitations to events you don't have 
time to attend. 
 
7. Overcome procrastination. 
 
8. Avoid perfectionism. Don't waste time 
obsessively perfecting a task when you could 
better spend the time on something else.
